Focus: Air shipments

Since beginning of 2009 World Shipping is
exporting huge quantities of equipment for
furnaces for one of our major clients from

Xingang port to Haiphong, Vietnam. All former
shipments were handled as bulk cargo, while in

September we decided to ship the items in
containers in order to make the transfer more

economic. The picture (right) shows the
stuffing of the cargo into standard containers

after it was delivered to Xingang port.

Export of furnace facilities to Vietnam

In Sep. 2009 we could extend our already
impressive list of achievements in Africa by yet
another big shipment.

The cargo included several furnace shell

systems with dimensions of up to 10m in length,
6m in width and a height of 3m.
